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SHANGHAI
LOCALES

Shanghai blends history, modernity,
and style like nowhere else.

Shanghai, along China’s Yangtze River
Delta, is a vibrant world city linking East
and West for centuries.

Split by the Huangpu River, Puxi holds
historic landmarks like The Bund and the
Former French Concession (now Xu-hui),
while Pudong's glass-and-steel skyline
features icons like the Oriental Pearl Tower
and Shanghai Tower, plus a 25km riverside
green belt to Qiantan’s luxury precinct.

Beyond the tourist sights, the neighbor-
hoods in Puxi pulse with creative,
fashion-forward energy. In Xuhui, Anfu

Lu and Wukang Lu are weekend stages for
influencers posing by art deco facades.

Changning'’s Yuyuan Lu is lined with hip
cafes, restaurants, and retail, while
/hongshan Park buzzes from Tai-chi at
dawn to “"dancing aunties” at dusk.

Suzhou Creek’s riverside promenades now
replace its industrial past, dotted with

galleries and cafes such as Fotografiska.

West Bund's former wharfs and airport site
offers miles of riverside paths that past
museums + galleries and lifestyle venues
of course peppered with brand new retail.
Scenic, cheap ferries connect both sides
from multiple piers.

The Chinese word for Road is Lu. For example
Nanjing Road is said Nanjing Lu.

Pudong International Airport (PVG)

s the primary hub for international flights,
located approximately 30 kilometers
east of downtown Shanghai, around a 40
to 50 minute drive from downtown.

Aside from road, there is also the Maglev
train, a high-speed magnetic levitation
train, which reaches speeds of 431 kph.
Unfortunately at the end of the ride you
need to transfer to taxi or local metro
which ruins the illusion of getting to the
city quickly. But take aride and get a
selfie in front of the speedometer.

Hongqiao International Airport (SHA)
located closer to the city center, about

13 kilometers west of downtown Shanghai. It
orimarily serves domestic flights and some
regional international routes. The airportis
oreferred for domestic flights ana
international whenever possible.

A car will take around 30 minutes to
downtown and the airport is well-
connected to downtown Shanghai via
Metro Line 2 and Line 10, with a travel
time of about 20-30 minutes.

Honggiao Railway Station

s the adjacent to Hongagiao International
Airport. It is one of the largest railway
stations in China, serving as a major hub
for high-speed trains. It connects Shanghai
to various major cities across China,
including Beljing and nearby cities like

Hangzhou and Nanjing, which can be
reached in around an hour or so.

Other stations include Shanghai Station
and Shanghai South - so double check all
tickets and stations.



ELECTRICITY
VPN
TAXI

In China, the standard voltage for electricity
is 220 volts at a frequency of 50 Hz. The

oower outlets typically accept two types of
olugs: the Type A (two flat parallel pins) and
Typel (three flat pinsin a triangular pattern).

t's advisable for travelers to always carry
a universal adapter, however most power
points are designed to accept multiple
different types of plugs.

Additionally, travelers should check if their
electronic devices support the 220V
voltage; if not, a voltage converter may be
necessary to prevent damage.

Many western sites and online services
such as Google, Facebook, Instagram are
blocked in China. AVPN is recommended

to ensure smooth surfing.

SIMPLE LINK

Simple VPN is a reliable VPN service with
desktop and mobile apps that generally
allows good connections for international
and local sites.

MONEY &
PAYMENT METHOD

Cash is certainly not king in China. Most
transactions are done by using mega-apps
WeChat or Alipay for digital payments
with QR codes at every cash register and

check out.

Many stores don't accept cash anymore;
and if they do may struggle to give change.
Foreign credit cards are not accepted
widely, so if you can, set up your Alipay or
WeChat by linking your credit cards for
ease of getting around and about.

Food delivery, transport and bike sharing
apps are all linked and usable through
these two mega-apps.

Just tap the “Pay/Collect” Icon and present the
QR code that shows.

If you take a bus, tap " Iransport”. [t will switch cities
automatically based on your location.

Alipay will also now be an automatic option for
payments within mobile apps like Didi, Meituan, and
Taobao. Once you've downloaded and registered
these apps, the built-in system will ask and help you
to link to your Ali App.
